Coaching Staff 
Steve Suttich-Steve has been playing and 
coaching Volleyball for over 30 years. Steve has won 
both NCAA and USAV National Championships. Steve 
has been named All-American 8 times while playing  in 
NCAA (UCLA) and USAV Championships. He has 
coached at the HS (both boys and girls), Collegiate 
(Univ. of Wash, 8 years), National and International 
levels. Steve has been the keynote speaker at Na-
tional and International coaches clinics, camps  and 
has worked with the Men’s and Women’s National 
team coaches.  

Marty Mozzochi-Marty has been coaching 
at a high level since 1979 when she was named the 
Head Coach for the University of San Francisco. In 
1984, after four seasons at USF,  Marty  and her hus-
band Jeff, moved to PSU and enjoyed success that 
Vikings fans haven’t seen since. Over the course of 
nine seasons, the Vikings finished ranked in the na-
tion’s top 10 every season, and in the top four six 
times, winning four national championships in that 
span including back-to-back championships in 1984 
and 1985.  In 1993, Jeff and Marty left PSU to coach at 
Oregon State University. At OSU, she helped the Bea-
vers reach levels they had not previously achieved 
including receiving three post-season invitations and 
top 25 rankings in four seasons.
